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Awana Basics 

 
What is Awana? 
 
 Awana is an international, non-denominational, Bible-centered youth 
organization providing weekly clubs and programs for children. The acrostic 
Awana stands for  
 

Approved 
Workmen 
Are 
Not  
Ashamed 

 
and is based on 2 Timothy 2:15: “Be diligent to present yourself approved to God 
as a workman who does not need to be ashamed, handling accurately the word 
of truth." 
 
Why Awana? 
 
 The twofold purpose for Awana is found in the pledge: “to reach boys and 
girls with the gospel of Christ and train them to serve Him.” All of the elements of 
Awana clubs are designed to fulfill one or both of those purposes. 
 
What Do I Need to do to be a Leader? 
 

1. Feel called by God to serve in this ministry 
 
2. Acknowledge Jesus Christ as your personal Lord and Savior and be 

actively walking with the Lord 
 

3. Complete Basic Training and pass your club’s BT quiz. An award will be 
presented after completion of Basic Training 

 
4. Complete a Background Check form 

 
Clubs 
 
Puggles: 2 and younger or 3 and not yet potty trained.  They are introduced to 

the love of Jesus by caring leaders who are well trained. Clubbers sing 
songs, play games, and hear about Jesus through stories and reading the 
Bible. 

 

Cubbies: Three year olds through pre-K are cubbies.  Friendly puppets take 
preschoolers on an amazing journey through God's word.  Bible based 
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handbooks and club activities help preschoolers begin building a solid 
Biblical foundation at an early age. 

Sparks: Kindergartners through second grade are in our Sparks club.  In just 
three years, clubbers will learn and review 68 verses of scripture which 
cover the plan of salvation and basic Biblical doctrine.  Along the way, 
Sparky, the firefly, encourages boys and girls to study and learn God's 
word.  Sparks club meetings are exciting. 

 
T&T: The name Truth & Training reflects the desire to teach 3rd - 5th graders the 

truth found in God's word and to train them to serve Him.  Discipleship and 
evangelism are important aspects of T&T.  Upon completion of T&T, 
clubbers will have learned and reviewed 310 verses of scripture. 

 
Discipline 
 
 Discipline is the process of teaching acceptable behavior and self-control. 
The motivation for discipline is love for a clubber, and is a part of making 
disciples for Christ. It includes instruction, warning, and chastening that doesn’t 
anger or discourage the clubber. The key to discipline is making sure every 
action you take and every word you say is guided by the Holy Spirit and done 
with grace. Discipline begins with the wearing of uniforms and the Opening 
Ceremony and is part of every aspect of club.  
 

 We use positive discipline every chance we can by emphasizing reward 
for good behavior instead of punishment for bad behavior. 

 

 We use the five-count for group discipline. A leader holds up a hand and 
begins counting slowly to five, starting with a voice loud enough to be 
heard, and ending in a normal speaking voice. Clubbers are taught to 
become silent and may hold up a hand to count along on their own 
fingers.  

 

 We use the three-count for individual discipline. Clubbers know that after 
three serious discipline problems on a given club night, they will not be 
able to participate in the rest of that evening’s activities.  

 
Awana Bucks and Store 
 
 One of our primary tools for motivation and positive reinforcement is the 
awarding of Awana Bucks (some clubs call these Awana Shares). Clubbers save 
their bucks to spend in Awana Store, which is scheduled before and after club 
night once a month. Bucks are awarded for attendance, bringing Bible and 
handbook, wearing uniform, bringing a friend, passing sections, and exhibiting 
Christ-like behavior. Note that keeping up with Bucks is a clubber’s responsibility; 
lost bucks are not replaced.  Bucks do not carry over to the next year.

*Christian Character bucks are awarded by any leader to any club member that 

exemplifies Christ-like behavior.   

*A visitor is anyone who has not attended more than 3 times.  Once they have attended 3 

times, they are added to the roll and are considered a member. 
 
WHAT DOES IT MEAN TO ñPASS OFFò SECTIONS? 

 

It is the goal of our program for all clubbers to do their best to memorize scripture in 

order to “hide God’s word in their hearts.”  As clubbers come to understand the meaning 

of each section and memorize the corresponding verse(s), they will have the opportunity 

to “pass off” sections.  They will need to demonstrate a clear understanding of the 

scripture by restating it in their own words.  They will also need to recite to their 

“listener” or leader the verse(s) word for word, as well as the scripture reference.  In the 

event where several verses are given in one section, all verses must be passed in one 

session.  If they can recite the verse(s), with no more than 2 “helps” from their listener, 

and answer all the BrainCheck questions, they “pass” and the listener initials each section 

passed.  All sections must be passed in order.  *Provisions are made for those students 

with special needs.  We want every child to experience success in our AWANA club. 

 
HOW MANY SECTIONS CANA CHILD PASS OFF A NIGHT? 
 

All children work at different paces and some have the ability to commit things to 

memory very quickly.  While one child may come prepared to pass off several sections, 

you should only allow them to pass off 2 sections at a time.  This way of pacing clubbers 

ensures equal time is given to all clubbers who desire to pass off sections each night.  

Once everyone has been given the opportunity to pass off their sections, and if time 

remains, give another opportunity to pass off more sections.  However, we will limit the 

number of sections passed per night to 6. 

 

WHAT IS A LISTENER? 

 

A listener is someone who “listens” to a clubber as he/she recites memorized verses.  The 

listener then asks open-ended questions to determine whether the child has a clear 

understanding of the verse(s) learned.  A listener “signs off” each section that is passed.   
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Listeners are invaluable to the success of any AWANA ministry.  Without enough 

listeners, clubbers may not succeed at a rate at which they are capable. 

 

 

WHO CAN BE A LISTENER?  

 

Almost anyone can be a listener.  We will train any adult on “how” 

to listen.  We will ask that a listener complete Basic Training, a short 

class to inform you of the basics of AWANA and then complete a 

short written test to gauge your understanding of what you have just 

learned.  All AWANA volunteers, regardless of position, are asked 

to complete a background check and volunteer application.   

 

WHAT IF I CANôT COMMIT TO BEING THERE EACH 

WEEK? 

 

That is ok.  We welcome anyone who is willing to listen to our clubbers recite verses.  It 

is our goal to have regular listeners in each class, but delight when we have “extras” 

show up to help!     

  

WHAT ARE THEME NIGHTS? 

 

Theme nights are special times for our clubbers and are designed to encourage club 

attendance. Theme nights also make meetings more fun!  Special themes may include:  

crazy hair night, sdrwakcab (backwards) night, pajama night, etc.  Please participate as 

often as you can.  Children love to see the leaders make AWANA a priority. Our theme 

night schedule can be found on our website www.summitchurch.org.   

 

 

WHAT IS THE AWANA STORE? 

 

The AWANA store, located in M202 in the M Building, is set up 

with items that kids love, ranging from small novelty items to gift 

cards to their favorite stores.  Clubbers have the opportunity to spend 

their bucks whenever the store is open.  The store will be open 30 

minutes before and 15 minutes after designated club meetings, at 

least once a quarter, but could be more.  Children visit the store with 

a parent.  Store hours are subject to change without prior written 

notification.  Donations that might encourage kids to learn are 

greatly appreciated!

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WHAT DO WE EXPECT FROM OUR LEADERS? 

 

Because leaders in any area of ministry are held to a higher level of accountability, we 

expect a lot from our leaders.  We challenge our leaders to be godly examples for our 

children, as well as for each other.  There are certain requirements that all leaders must 

meet in order to serve in our AWANA ministry. 

 

Requirements: 

 

 A leader must have a personal relationship with Jesus Christ.   

 A leader must be always be seeking to grow in his/her relationship with Christ. 

 A leader should desire to work with children and exhibit compassion for them. 

 A leader should attend church regularly. 

 A leader must submit to a background check by completing the appropriate 

paperwork and submitting it in a timely manner. 

 A leader must also complete a volunteer application. 

 A leader must agree with the doctrines, beliefs, and philosophies of our church. 

 A leader should agree with the mission statement and doctrine of the AWANA 

program. 

 

Expectations: 

 We expect our leaders to love children! 

 We expect our leaders to lead by example. 

 We expect our leaders to arrive on time. 

 We expect our leaders to follow and enforce our AWANA rules. 

 We expect our leaders to wear their uniforms. 

 We expect our leaders to pray for our AWANA club, our church, and its leaders. 

 We expect our leaders to recognize that AWANA is a ministry and not a club. 

 We expect our leaders to display a proper attitude at all times. 

 We expect our leaders to love AWANA!
